Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance

Proposed Emergency Ordinance No. 257 to replace Ordinance No. 70 

and Ordinance No. 256 
July 8, 2003
A revised Ordinance to Comply with Part 91, Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, of the Michigan Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 P.A. 451, as Amended; and to Repeal and Replace Ordinances No.70 Erosion and Sedimentation Control and No. 256, Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF PITTSFIELD, WASHTENAW COUNTY, MICHIGAN, ORDAINS:


Section 1. Enactment of a New Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance. A revised Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance is hereby adopted to read in its entirety as follows:

Pittsfield Charter Township

Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance
1.0. Pittsfield Charter Township designates the Municipal Services Department to be the municipal enforcing agency responsible for the administration and enforcement, within Pittsfield Charter Township, of Part 91, Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended (PART 91).
2.0. The Administrative Rules promulgated under the authority of Part 91 are hereby adopted and incorporated herein by reference.
3.0. Enforcement shall be conducted by qualified Township Ordinance Enforcement Officers designated by the Township Board, pursuant to Ordinance Enforcement Ordinance No. 220, and who hold a valid Soil Erosion And Sedimentation Control Certificate of Training from the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality.  Such individuals shall have authority to issue municipal civil infraction citations for violations of this ordinance.
4.0. Municipal civil infraction fines shall be deposited and retained pursuant to Municipal Civil Infractions Ordinance No. 219, at the Pittsfield Charter Township Municipal Ordinance Violations Bureau, under the supervision and control of the Township Treasurer.

5.0. In addition to the landowner/permittee, those contractors, builders, and all other individuals undertaking an earth change shall be liable for any civil penalties imposed for violation of this Ordinance.
6.0. The Township may issue a stop-work order for all work on the site until the provisions of this Ordinance, including any conditions attached to a permit, have been fully met. Failure to obey a stop-work order shall constitute a separate violation of this Ordinance.

7.0. Permit fees shall be established and periodically revised by resolution of the Pittsfield Charter Township Board of Trustees.  If an earth change has been started before the issuance of a permit, the permit fee shall be double the standard amount.

Section 2.  Repeal.  Ordinance No. 70 titled Erosion and Sedimentation Control, and Ordinance No. 256 titled Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, shall be repealed, effective on the same day that Ordinance No. 257 becomes effective.

Section 3.  Severability.  Sections of this Ordinance shall be deemed severable and should any section, clause or provision of this Ordinance be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part so declared to be invalid. Further, nothing in this Ordinance shall be interpreted to conflict with state statutes on the same subject matter. Conflicting provisions of this Ordinance shall be abrogated only to the extent of the conflict. If any part of this Ordinance is found to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision. Such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof, and the remainder of the Ordinance shall remain in force. 


Section 4.  Saving Clause.  The amendment or repeal by this Ordinance of any ordinance or ordinance provision shall have no effect upon prosecutions commenced prior to the effective date of this Ordinance or prosecutions based upon actions taken by any person prior to the effective date of this Ordinance.  Those prosecutions shall be conducted under the ordinance provisions in effect prior to the effective date of this Ordinance. Penalties which have been incurred, and prosecutions for violations of law occurring before the effective date of this Ordinance are not abated by this Ordinance.


Section 5.  Conflict.  Except as otherwise expressly provided, the provisions of this Ordinance shall control in the event of any inconsistency or conflict between this Ordinance and any other provision of other Township ordinances.


Section 6.  Emergency Ordinance; Publication.  This Ordinance is declared to be an emergency Ordinance.  This Ordinance shall be published in the manner required by law 

Section 7.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon publication and formal approval by the Michigan State Department of Environmental Quality.
