University of Michigan 2003 Stream Search Results:
Fish

According to the Stream Search conducted in 2003 by the University of Michigan, 84 fish species have been found in the Raisin and its tributaries.  Four of these species are listed in Michigan's Endangered and Threatened Species Program. 

These include:
Coregonus artedii (lake herring)
Moxostoma valenciennesi (greater redhorse)
Notropis photogenis (silver shiner, found only in the River Raisin and nowhere
else in Michigan)
Ammocrypta pellucida (eastern sand darter)


Aquatic Macroinvertebrates

At least 216 different genera of aquatic insects live in the Raisin and its tributaries.

These include:
coleopteran (35)
diptera (95)
ephemeroptera (19)
hemiptera (11)
megaloptera (2)
odonata (14)
trichoptera (32)
plecoptera (8)

Many other aquatic invertebrates can also be found in the River Raisin including isopods, amphipods (scuds), and various species of crayfish.  At least 21 species of freshwater mussels live in the Raisin and its tributaries.  
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
