Trends in the Most Common BMP’s for Hillsdale, Jackson, Lenawee, Monroe, and Washtenaw Counties.

Conservation Buffers:
The number of acres of filter strips put in place peaked in 2002 for all five counties and has generally been declining each year since then.  The total feet of windbreaks and shelterbelts installed is highest in Hillsdale and Monroe counties but the number declined in both counties between 2004 and 2005.
Erosion Reduction:
Data from 2001 to 2003 show that the acres of erosion reduction applied has decreased in Hillsdale, Jackson, and Lenawee counties and increased in Monroe and Washtenaw counties.  During that same time span, the acres of highly erodible land erosion reduction applied decreased in Hillsdale, Jackson, and Lenawee Counties and increased in Washtenaw County.  Estimated tons/year of total soil saved between 2001 and 2003 decreased in Jackson County and increased in Monroe and Washtenaw Counties.  

Nutrient Management:

Overall, the acres of total nutrient management has been decreasing in all counties. However, Lenawee and Washtenaw Counties saw high numbers in 2005.

Waste Management:

Lenawee has had waste storage facilities built each year since 2001.  No other county has been as consistent.  Although data only exists for 2004 and 2005, Lenawee has by far the largest number of acres of waste utilization:  

Wetlands:

The total acres of wetlands created, restored, or enhanced has been decreasing in all counties except for Jackson County where it has been increasing.
Wildlife Habitat:

The total number of acres of wildlife habitat management was highest in all counties between 2002 and 2003.  It has since declined in all counties except Jackson and Washtenaw.
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
